What we have to offer you and your students:

· circulating and non-circulating materials including approximately 7,500 books, 35 periodical titles.  Circulating materials can be checked out for two weeks and may be renewed as needed.  You can also reserve materials for student use in the library (e.g., if you have assigned and research project and want certain materials to be available for all of your students to use in the library, I can set these aside and make them “in-house use only” for the period you need).  
· a variety of educational videos including Channel One special broadcasts that you can borrow and show in your classroom.  I am providing you with a list of current titles today which will be updated from time to time.  If you would like to borrow a video, simply email me when you need the tape and I will put it in your mailbox – you don’t need to come in; we deliver!
· an on-site overhead projector with large screen that can be used with power point, DVD, or other computer-based presentations in the library – you simply need reserve the library for the block(s) needed.

· Laptop, projector, and screen which can be reserved and checked out for use in your classroom or elsewhere on campus

· a TV and VCR on a cart which can be checked out and used elsewhere on campus

· 26 computers with software applications including Microsoft Office Suite, Adobe Photoshop, Mavis Beacon Teaches Typing, and a variety of educational software.  The computers provide access to the Library’s automated catalog, the internet, and our online subscription databases (described below).  Standard and color printing are available - students may print 20 standard pages/month free of charge; after that, the cost is $.10/page; color printing is $.25/page.  Floppy disks are available for purchase at $.35/each.  Students must have a signed Computer Network User Agreement and Parent Permission Form on file and present their current student I.D. card in order to use a computer.  IMPORTANT NOTE:  When you bring your class into the library to work online, the rules regarding computer use still apply –  Students MUST present their ID cards and I will log them onto a specific computer.  If a student has not yet turned in his/her signed contract for computer use or has lost computer privileges for any reason, he/she will not be permitted computer use even if he/she is in the library as part of a class.  Your understanding and cooperation in this regard is appreciated.  

· a collection of college admission books
· PSAT, SAT, ACT, and AP preparation materials (books and CD-Rom)  

· Xerox photocopying (coin-operated machine - $.15/page).  

The Trepp Library currently subscribes to two online databases that allow you and your students to review and download hundreds of scholarly journals and historical newspapers.  These online resources can also be accessed by you and/or your students on their home computers via the remote access passwords provided here and on the Resources page of ABI.  

· eLibrary - More than 1,500 full-text sources, with improved functionality, and a fun and easy-to-use search interface. Includes magazines, newspapers, books, television/radio transcripts, maps, pictures, and audio/video clips.

Basic Internet Searching:  While About, Excite, Google, and Yahoo are adequate for some things, there are many excellent alternatives, such as:

· altavista.com – This can do worldwide searches, search in multiple languages, and has a translator as one of its many feature (babelfish.altavista.com) 
· Teoma.com – This site sorts the information it finds by category (e.g., if you search for an author, it will group the material into biography, works published, etc.)
