Course Content:  This two-semester course will continue to expand the basic levels of
Japanese communication acquired in Japanese 2.   The course will focus on speaking and listening skills.   Reading and writing practices are also included in the course.

· engage in simple conversations, provide and obtain information, express feelings and emotions, and exchange opinions;

· understand and reproduce spoken and written language on limited topics such as daily routines and current events;

· demonstrate an understanding of Japanese cultures and people;

· understand and demonstrate the use of informal and formal expressions, and

· comprehend short stories and essays.
