Course Description

The objective of this course is to complete the study of geometric concepts and facts in a math-applied format. The course content includes facts regarding points, lines, angles, triangles, circles, polygons, solids, classical construction, transformations and some work including space. It includes deductive reasoning, as well as an introduction to inductive reasoning. It also includes an introduction to trigonometry and analytic geometry.

Course Goals

-Understand the meaning of number operations and how they relate to each other.

-Use mathematical models to represent and understand quantitative relationships.

-Analyze characteristics and properties of two- and three-dimensional geometric shapes.

-Recognize reasoning and proofs as fundamental aspects of mathematics.

-Understand how mathematical ideas build on one another to produce a coherent whole.

Classroom Rules

-Any student entering class after the scheduled start time will be considered tardy.
