RESEARCH PAPER AND ORAL REPORT GUIDELINES

Each student will complete a Research Paper and an Oral Report on the same subject.  Due dates for all are picked during class in the lottery.  NO LATE PAPERS WILL BE ACCEPTED.  NO EXCEPTIONS!  If you are not prepared on your due date you will receive a "O" for both which will decimate your Research Paper/Project portion of your grade.  SUBJECT OF PROJECT WILL BE AS DRAWN IN LOTTERY

RESEARCH PAPER REQUIREMENTS:    OUTLINE -

An outline of your Research Paper subject will be E-MAILED to Mrs. O'Neill a minimum of THREE WEEKS PRIOR to your due date for input and to assure that you are progressing in your work.  The outline portion will also have an ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY of your sources.

SOURCES -

Each paper must use AT LEAST three sources (one internet source - 2 books).  YOU MAY (and are encouraged) to use more.

ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY - 

Include the website address and a brief description of the information you have found there.

Include the Author, Title, Publisher, Year Published, etc. as you will in the final Bibliography/Source List, and a brief description of the information you have found in that source.

LENGTH -

The length of your paper is as indicated below.  Your paper must be typed and double-spaced in a 10-12 point font, margins as the default in word 1-1.25" sides, no more than 1" top and bottom.

SENIORS:  10 pages



JUNIORS: 7-10 pages

SOPHOMORES: 5-8 pages


FRESHMEN:  4-6 pages

ACADEMIC INTEGRITY:
All written material must be in YOUR OWN WORDS! AND cited at the end of the sentence (Smith, pg. 36).

 "If it is not in your words then the material should be QUOTED and source cited (as a direct quote)," (O'Neill, pg. 1). 

ORAL REPORT
Your oral report is NOT a reading of your paper!  IT IS A SEPARATE PROJECT!

REQUIREMENTS:

1. Example of music of the period, composer, or style you are researching on CD or Casette Tape.  Please have your music cues written out - specify times, track, etc.  You may use a video tape excerpt if it is appropriate to your topic.

2. DO NOT simply state biographical facts of when born, died, married UNLESS they are significant to his/her music, period, etc.

3. You must present the important innovations and/or characteristics of the period, composer, or style you researched in a concise manner.

4. You have a MAXIMUM of 10 minutes.

5. IF YOU ARE NOT READY WITH YOUR MUSIC AND MATERIALS ON YOUR DUE DATE IT IS A "O."

6. Visuals and/or handouts are encouraged (i.e. a time-line of composer's life or period of music, highlights, etc.) for better understanding by the rest of the class.

The information presented during the Oral Presentations will be included on the Final Examination.  Each student will complete a critique sheet for students (and themselves) while presenting and should take separate notes in order to study for the final.

GRADING RUBRIC:

An "A" paper will have:

1) More than the minimum number of sources 

2) Be cited properly

3) Be well-written in Standard English (grammar, punctuation, spelling, etc.)

4) Fulfill the maximum page requirement.

A "B" paper will have:

1) The minimum number of sources

2) Be cited properly

3) Be well-written in Standard English with minor deficiencies

4) Fulfill minimum to maximum range page requirement

A "C" paper will have:

1) The minimum number of sources

2) Have errors in citations or inadequate citations

3) Have more than minor deficiencies in writing skills

4) Only fulfills minimum page requirement.

An "A" Oral Presentation will have:

1) Musical samples of topic (CD or cassette or video recordings for us the LISTEN to).

2) Be an independent reporting of the information separate from the written paper (written paper not referred to - but presenter may refer to index card notes or an outline…)

3) Have visual materials for students - an outline of the information, poster, etc.

4) Be interesting and presented in a professional manner.

A "B" Oral Presentation will have:

1) Musical Samples of topic (CD or cassette or video recordings for us to LISTEN to).

2) Be somewhat independent of the paper, may have referred to paper…

3) No visual materials

4) Presented in less than interesting fashion

A "C" Oral Presentation will have:

1) NO music

2) Reading of the paper

3) No visuals

4) Boring
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
